Kerala. Kerala Police has always been at the forefront of ensuring women safety. Though

Kerala police has provided utmost priority 1o the issue, following instructions are issued

for better prevention and investigation of issues related to women safety:

A. For effective investigation:

All SHOS shall ensure that all petitions related to crimes against women are
promptly attended to, enquired into, FIRs are registered without any delay and
investigated expeditiously. '

All accused persons should be arrested promptly as soon as their complicity is
proved in investigation.

The investigation should be completed without undue delay. As far as possible

DPCs shall conduct weekly review of investigation of cases against women and
ensure thal investigetion is completed expeditiously.

. Range DIGs shall conduct forthrightly review of the cases regisiered against

women and ensure that the cases are investigated properly, accused persons are
arrested without any delay and cases are finalized at the earliest. They shall send
forthrightly review report 1o 1GPs. IGPs shall conduct monthly review of cases in
their zones.

Al petitions related to women safety should be enguired into prompily and FIRs
should be registered expeditious|y.

Petitions received through e-mail, Aparajita etc should also be enquired into
withoul any loss of time.



B. For Prevention of crimes against women-

1.

In order to increase sense of security among people and deter criminals, including .
sexual offenders, visibility of police should be increased. Hence mobile patrols,
foot patrols, motor cycle patrols, pink patrols,«-CRVs, traffic patrols etc should be
deployed sirategically diring sShool times, evening times, day time eté.

All officers including SDPOs should be visible in their respective jurisdiction
during rush hours and evening time. DPCs should also visit certain places
strategically. It will go a long way in building confidence and sense af security
among people,

For effective deployment of resources, crime mapping should be done in all police
station levels.

. 4-6 patrols should be sent on daily basis in each police station. Special attention

should be paid towards schools, colleges ete.

- Kerala Police has developed innovative technological solutions for women to seek

help from police. NIRBHAYAM is one such platform wherein women in distress
can send SOS to police without assailant coming to know about it. All DPCs must
promote and popularize such solutions. School principals should be contacted by
SHOs to share information about this solution with all the students. SPC cadets,
volunteers etc should be used for spreading information about women safety
platform. Cyber Security Clubs in the schools, PTA, Janmaithry beats may also be
used for creating awareness about wamen safety platform. 112 is another general
platform for reporting emergency situation, It should also be promoted through
electronic media.

All distress calls received through any platform/helpline- Nirbhayam, 112, Police
station Numbers should be attended IMMEDIATELY.,

DPCs should sensitise all 532735 and SHOs in-turn, should se.sitize ali -, iee

People who have history of being involved in crimes against women should be put
under surveillance and preventive action should be initiated against them.

DIGs should supervise the preventive mechanism and ensure that it is being
implemented in letter and spirit.

An action taken report should be submitted by DPCs to DIGs on weekly basis.
