ORDER

The Government had accorded sanction for the implementation
of Medical Insurance Scheme for State Employees and Pensiloners/
Family pensioners and their family members, based on the recommendation of
10" pay revision commission. Accordingly a Medical Experts Committee
consisting of  four members was constituted vide G.O. read 2™ above
for fixing and revising the medical and surgical packages and rates, for the
implementation of the scheme. Based on the report and suggestions submitted
by this committee, the basic and additional benefit (catastrophic) packages were
included and rates for the treatment packages were fixed. On the basis
of this committee report, MEDISEP was implemented with effect
from 01.07.2022 vide G.O. read 3™ above. The scheme provides
cashless treatment to the beneficiaries at empanelled hospital throughout the
state, through an insurance provider. The tenure of the scheme was  fixed

from 01.07.2022 to 30.06.2025 during the implementation, the scheme was




severely criticized for the lack of standard treatment packages and inclusion of
impractical package rates. This also paved the way for non-participation/non-co-
operation from the side of major speciality hospitals in the state which seriously

affected the proper functioning of the scheme, and eventually led to legal disputes.

Now, the Government have decided to launch the next phase of MEDISEP
from 01.07.2025, revising the existing package rates, after getting suggestions from
various service and pensioners' organisations. Since, the committee constituted
earlier vide G.O. read 2™ above eeased functioning, Government are pleased to
constitute an Experts' Committee afresh with the following Medical Experts retaining
Sri. Arun B.Nair, former Technical Advisor, MEDISEP, for rectifying the
setbacks of package system of current scheme and to consolidate sufficient packages

and standard package rates to be included in the next phése of MEDISEP.
