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APPENDIX VII
SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

1. The Kerala Municipality (Second Amendment) Bill, 2024

Section 6 of the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994 provides for the constitution
of Council. Sub-section (2) of the said section provides that the Government may,
after publishing the relevant data according to each census, vary the total number
of seats of Councillors in a Municipality subject to the criteria specified in sub-
section (3). As per existing provision of sub-section (3) of section 6 of the Act, the
number of seats of Councillors in the Municipal Council, where the population in
the area of the Municipal Council does not exceed twenty thousand, shall be
twenty five, and where the population of the Municipal Council exceeds twenty
thousand, number of seats of Councillors shall be twenty five for the population of
first twenty thousand, and one each for every two thousand and five hundred, of
the population exceeding twenty thousand, subject to a maximum of fifty two
Councillors. In the case of Municipal Corporation, the number of seats of
Councillors where the population in the area of the Municipal Corporation does
not exceed four lakhs shall be fifty five, and where the population exceeds four
lakhs, fifty five councillors for the population of first four lakhs and one each for
every ten thousand exceeding four lakhs, subject to a maximum of one hundred
Councillors.

In the circumstance of increase in the population of Kerala as per Census of
2011, and the population of many Municipalities have exceeded one lakh, the ratio
between the number of Councillors to be filled by election and population have
increased. In this circumstance, the Government have decided to increase the
minimum and maximum number of seats of Councillors in the Municipalities by
one each, to reduce the ratio between population and the number of councillors to
provide better administration to the general public and to make suitable
amendments in sub-section (3) of section 6 of the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994
accordingly.
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2. The Kerala Panchayat Raj (Second Amendment) Bill, 2024

Section 6 of the Kerala Panchayat Raj Act, 1994 provides the strength of
Panchayats. Sub-section (2) of the said section, provides that the Government may,
after publication of the relevant figures of each census, alter the total number of
seats in Panchayats subject to the scale specified in sub-section (3). As per the
existing provision of sub-section (3) of section 6 of the Act, the number of seats in
the case of a Village Panchayat shall not be less than thirteen or more than twenty
three, in the case of a Block Panchayat it shall not be less than thirteen or more
than twenty three, and in the case of a District Panchayat, the same shall not be
less than sixteen or more than thirty two. The proviso to sub-section (3) provides
that the ratio between the population of the territorial area of a Panchayat at any
level and the number of seats in such Panchayat to be filled by election shall, so far
as practicable, be the same throughout the State.

In the circumstance of increase in the population of Kerala as per the census
of 2011, the ratio between the population and number of seats in Panchayat have
been increased considerably. The Government have decided to increase the
minimum and maximum number of seats in Panchayats by one each in order to
decrease the ratio between the population and the seats in the Panchayat for the
purpose of providing better administration to the general public and to make
suitable amendments in sub-section (3) of section 6 accordingly.

3. The Kerala Revenue Recovery (Amendment) Bill, 2024

Certain practical difficulties are being experienced by the Government while
implementing certain provisions of the Kerala Revenue Recovery Act, 1968 (15 of 1968)
regarding collection charge, processing charge, bought-in-land, and its
reconveyance. As per the existing provisions of the Act, e-auction, modern methed
of service of notice such as e-mail are not provided. There is no provision in the
Act which empower the Government to issue stay, instalments for dues,
moratorium and to enable the defaulter to sell the property once the revenue
recovery proceedings has been initiated. Provision has also incorporated to re-
convey the property purchased by the Government or the institution notified under
section 71 as bought-in-land within a period of five years if the defaulter settles the
entire dues and charges connected therewith.
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The Government have decided to incorporate the provisions for the above
said purposes and to enable the defaulter to sell the property with the permission of

the Collector and to make suitable amendments in the said Act.
4. The Kerala Finance Bill, 2024

The Bill seeks to amend the following enactments to give effect to the
financial proposals of the Government of Kerala for the financial year 2024-25 as

announced in part I'V of the Budget Speech 2024-25, namely:—

1.  The Kerala Stamp Act, 1959 (17 of 1959);
2. The Kerala Court Fees and Suits Valuation Act, 1959 (10 of 1960);
3. The Kerala Electricity Duty Act, 1963 (23 of 1963);

4.  The Kerala Motor Vehicles Taxation Act, 1976 (19 of 1976).

In addition to this, the system of levy of tax on Goods and Services has been
introduced in a uniform manner throughout the country, including Kerala, from
the 1st day of July, 2017. A large amount of tax, interest and penalty are pending
under various enactments, namely, the Kerala Surcharge on Taxes Act, 1957 (11 of 1957),
the Kerala General Sales Tax Act, 1963 (15 of 1963), the repealed Kerala Tax on
Luxuries Act, 1976 (32 of 1976), the Kerala Agricultural Income Tax Act, 1991 (15
of 1991), the repealed Kerala Value Added Tax Act, 2003 (30 of 2004), and the
Central Sales Tax Act, 1956 (Central Act 74 of 1956). The dealers were not able to
pay the taxes levied as a result of assessments made under the best of judgement

and due to levy of consequential penalties and interest due thereon.

Though Amnesty Schemes were introduced in previous financial years to
settling these arrears, but a substantial amounts are still outstanding. In view of
demands from various stake holders government have decided to introduce a

comprehensive amnesty scheme for this purpose.
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5. The Kerala Appropriation (No. 2) Bill, 2024

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, to provide for the appropriation out of the Consolidated Fund
of the State of Kerala of the moneys required to meet the expenditure charged on
the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala and the grants made in advance by the
Legislative Assembly in respect of the estimated expenditure of the Government of
Kerala for the financial year 2024-2025.

6. The Kerala Appropriation (No. 3) Bill, 2024

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, read with Article 205 thereof, to authorise payment and
appropriation of certain further sums from and out of the Consolidated Fund of the
State of Kerala required to meet the supplementary expenditure charged on the
Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala and the grants made by the Legislative
Assembly for the expenditure of the Government of Kerala for the financial year
2024-2025.

7. The Kerala Appropriation (No. 4) Bill, 2024

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, read with Article 205 thereof to provide for the appropriation
out of the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys to meet the
amounts spent on certain services in excess of the amounts granted for those
services for the financial year 2016-2017.

8. The Kerala Appropriation (No. 5) Bill, 2024

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, read with Article 205 thereof to provide for the appropriation
out of the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys to meet the
amounts spent on certain services in excess of the amounts granted for those
services for the financial year 2017-2018.

9. The Kerala Appropriation (No. 6) Bill, 2024

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, read with Article 205 thereof to provide for the appropriation
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out of the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys to meet the
amounts spent on certain services in excess of the amounts granted for those
services for the financial year 2018-2019.

10. The Kerala Appropriation (No. 7) Bill, 2024

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, read with Article 205 thereof to provide for the appropriation
out of the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys to meet the
amounts spent on certain services in excess of the amounts granted for those
services for the financial year 2019-2020.
