THE KERALA GOVERNMENT LAND ASSIGNMENT ACT, 1960
(ACT 30 OF 1960)

S.R.0. No. 59/2009 dated, 24-1-2009

[G.O.(P) No. 49/2009/RD dated, 24-1-2009]

66. By this S.R.O., the Government have issued rules to amend the Kerala
Land Assignment Rules, 1964.

67. The Committee noticed that in the preamble of the S.R.O. the name of
the Act is wrongly mentioned as “The Kerala Land Assignment Act,1960 instead
of ‘“The Kerala Government Land Assignment Act, 1960°. The Committee has
time and again mentioned in various reports that the name of Act should
invariably be mentioned correctly in the S.R.Os. Hence the Committee
recommends to rectify this error by issuing an erratum notification in this
regard.

THE ASSIGNMENT OF LAND WITHIN MUNICIPAL AND CORPORATION
AREA RULES, 1995

S.R.O. No. 17/2009 dated, 9-1-2009
[G.O0.(Ms.) No. 451/2008/RD dated, 31-12-2008]

68. By this S.R.O., the Government in exercise of the powers conferred by
rule 6A of the Assignment of Land within Municipal and Corporation Area Rules,
1995, have constituted the Land Assignment Committee for the Kalpetta
Municipality.

69. In the schedule of the S.R.O., the Committee noticed that the members
representing under each item as mentioned in 6A (3) of the rules have not
mentioned separately under each head namely Member representing Parliament,
Member of the Legislative Assembly representing the Municipality/Corporation,
Member representing political parties having representation in Kerala Legislative
Assembly, Chairman of the Municipal Council and the Mayor of the Corporation
and the Councillors of the wards in which the land is situated, Member
belonging to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe, Tahsildar of the concerned Taluk,
Special Tahsildar of the Taluk and the Revenue Divisional Officer/the District
Collector. The Committee recommends that, in future, while issuing notifications
constituting Land Assignment Committees, Member representing each item in
6A (3) of the rules should be mentioned under separate headings.
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70. While scrutinising the S.R.O., the Committee noticed that as per 3(1) of
6A of the Rules, representation from all the political parties who have
representatives in the Legislative Assembly have not been given representation
in the Land Assignment Committee. Out of 13 political parties who have
representatives in the Kerala Legislative Assembly, only 8 members were
included in the Land Assignment Committee. Hence the Committee recommends
that steps shall be taken to ensure that Members representing each of the
political parties who have representatives in the Kerala Legislative Assembly
be given due representation in Land Assignment Committee in future.

71. It is stated in sub-rule (11) of 6A of the Rules that, the Committee
shall meet as and when required, but not later than 3 months from the previous
meeting. The Committee enquired whether meetings are held within 3 months as
stipulated in the rule. But the officers from the Revenue Department had not
been able to give a satisfactory reply and assured that the statement regarding
the details will be furnished before the Committee after enquiry. The Committee
wants the Government to take steps to ensure that the meetings of the Land
Assignment Committees are held as stipulated in Rule 6A (11). The Committee
also needs to be furnished with the statement regarding the directions issued to
the District Collectors in this regard.

72. As per Rule 13, the land to be assigned shall be surveyed and the
boundaries demarcated. The assignee shall be liable to remit survey and
demarcation charges at the rates prescribed by Government from time to time.
The Committee wants the Government to furnish with the details regarding the
survey and demarcation charges prescribed by the Government during the last
three years. The Committee also recommends that the Government should take
necessary steps to refix the rates from time to time.

73. The Committee noticed that as per 6A 3(vi), Special Tahsildar for
assignment of the Taluk which included the Municipal area is not included in the
Land Assignment Committee for the Kalpetta Municipality. The Committee wants
to know whether a Special Tahsildar for assignment has been posted in the
Kalpetta Municipality at the time of issuing the S.R.O.

THE KERALA LAND ASSIGNMENT RULES, 1964
S.R.O. No. 18/2009 dated, 9-1-2009
[G.O0.(Ms.) No. 452/2008/RD dated, 31-12-2008]

74. This S.R.O. is issued to constitute the Taluk Land Assignment
Committee for Sulthan Batheri, VWthiri and Mananthavadi Taluks in exercise of
the powers conferred by rule 12A of the Kerala Land Assignment Rules, 1964.
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75. The Committee observed that even though Shri M. P. Veerendrakumar,
Member of Parliament ceased to be a Member of Parliament and new member
sworn in his place, new S.R.O. has not been issued replacing the newly elected
member. The Committee is of the opinion that if a member ceases to hold a
place, he should invariably be replaced by the new member and S.R.O. be
issued accordingly in future.

76. The Committee also noticed that in SI. No. 11 of item V of Schedule A
and in SI. No. 4 of item V of Schedule B, full address of the Member has not
been incorporated in the S.R.O. The Committee recommends that in future the full
address of the members representing political parities shall be included in the
S.R.Os.

77. The Committee also observed that in the explanatory note of the
S.R.O., the word ‘Taluk Land Assignment Committee’ has been wrongly
mentioned as ‘Taluk Assignment Committee’. The Committee wants to rectify
the mistake by issuing an erratum notification and urges the Government to
pay more attention to avoid such mistakes while issuing S.R.Os.

THE KERALA MARINE FISHING REGULATION ACT, 1980
(ACT 10 OF 1981)

S.R.O. No. 283/2007 dated, 24-3-2007
[G.O.(P) No. 11/2007/F and PD dated, 16-3-2007]

78. By this S.R.O., the Government have amended the Kerala Marine
Fishing Regulation Rules, 1980 in exercise of powers conferred by section 24 of
the Kerala Marine Fishing Regulation Act, 1980, effecting revision of rates of the
fee for registration and licensing of fishing vessels.

79. The Committee observed that the explanatory note of this S.R.O. lacks
clarity. It is mentioned in the explanatory note that the rates of the fee for
registration and licensing etc., of fishing vessels were not revised after 1980. But
the next sentence reads as follows: “Now, Government after a period of 5 years,
have decided to revise the rates prescribed in the year 2001.” The Committee
asked the Department how a rate can be prescribed in 2001 if the existing rates
were not revised since 1980. The Department, then clarified that the rates were
revised in 2001 vide S.R.O. No. 1146/2001. The Committee takes strong
exception to the lackadaisical attitude on the part of the officials while
drafting the statutory instruments and recommends that the explanatory note
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should contain the necessary details. The Committee reiterates its earlier
recommendation that S.R.O. be drafted with due diligence and utmost care and
urges Government to issue instructions in this regard.

80. As per the Rules, the Table regarding fees and security deposit comes
under ‘rule 5(2)’ which is given as ‘rule 5’ in the S.R.O. The Committee urges
the Government to pay more attention while issuing S.R.Os in future and
suggests to be specific while mentioning the rules which need amendment. The
Committee recommends to correct the above mistake by issuing an erratum
notification.

S.R.O. No. 517/2007 dated, 14-6-2007
[G.O.(P) No. 22/2007/F & PD dated, 14-6-2007]

81. By this S.R.O., Government have prohibited bottom trawl in the sea,
along the entire coastline of the State in exercise of powers conferred by sub-
section (1) of section (4) of the Kerala Marine Fishing Regulation Act, 1980 (10
of 1981), read with rule 4 of the Kerala Marine Fishing Regulation Rules, 1980
and in compliance with the order dated the 17th July, 2006 in W.P(C) No. 393/2005
of the Supreme Court of India.

82. Explanatory part of the S.R.O. cites clause (d) of sub-section (1) of
section 4 of the Kerala Marine Fishing Regulation Act, 1980 as the enabling
provision. The Committee noticed that “clause (d)” is omitted in the operative part
of the S.R.O. The Committee is of the opinion that the enabling provision has to
be so specific in the operative part. The Committee urges the Government to
specify the enabling provision correctly both in the operative and explanatory
part of the S.R.Os, in future.

83. The Committee noticed that while clause(c) of sub-section(2) of section
4 of Act reads “the need to maintain law and order in the sea”, the word ‘sea’ in
the Act is substituted with the word ‘offshore’ in the S.R.O. The Committee
asked clarification for using the word offshore without defining it either in the
rules or in the Act. The department explained that offshore meant distance up to
22 nautical miles and the word defined in the Act specifies a distance of up to
12 nautical miles as territorial waters and after the verdict of the Supreme Court
the words offshore and sea are being used in S.R.Os and department gave
assurance to the Committee that in future, while issuing the S.R.O. the matter
will be taken into consideration. The Committee opines that while using the
word ‘offshore’, it shall be referred in the S.R.O. after giving proper definition.

84. The Committee also observed that the explanatory note of the S.R.O. is
drafted carelessly. The usual practice of summing up the explanatory part is like
“Government, after considering all the aspects relating the matter........... ”. But in
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the S.R.O., after the summing up paragraph of the explanatory part, another
objective of the notification is explained. The Committee deprecates the manner
in which the explanatory part is drafted and urges Government to take utmost
care in future while issuing statutory notification.

THE KERALA BAMBOO, KATTUVALLI AND PANDANUS LEAF
WORKERS’ WELFARE FUND ACT, 1998
(ACT 17 OF 1998)

S.R.0. No. 227/2008 dated, 26-2-2008
[GO.(Rt) No. 378/2008/LBR dated, 18-2-2008]
S.R.0. No. 726/2010 dated, 22-7-2010
[GO.(Rt) No. 1241/2010/LBR dated, 15-7-2010]
S.R.0. No. 1139/2010 dated, 6-12-2010
[GO.(Rt) No. 1999/2010/LBR dated, 6-12-2010]

85. All the above S.R.Os. are meant to appoint Directors representing
Government in the Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf Workers’
Welfare Fund Board.

86. The Committee observes that the word “Kattuvalli” is wrongly spelt
as “Kattuvally” and “Workers’ ™ is given as Workers in the name of the Act and
Board mentioned in these S.R.0s. The Committee takes strong exception to
repetition of such mistakes in statutory notifications. Therefore the Committee
suggests to avoid these types of mistakes in future.

87. The Committee notices that present Act, Scheme and Rules are
published in Malayalam but S.R.O. is published in English. Hence the
Committee recommends that all S.R.Os published in English should be
published in Malayalam also.

88. In S.R.O. No. 1139/2010, the Committee noticed that no Chairman is
seen appointed during the period from 29-9-2010 to 5-12-2010 since former
Chairman resigned on 29-9-2010. The Committee also observed that he was
reappointed as Chairman through this S.R.O. after a gap of more than 2 months
and the post was vacant for that period. The Committee criticises the
way of handling such matters and opines that it is not proper to leave the post
vacant without valid reason and recommends to handle such situations
properly, in future.

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S.R.O. No. 1100/2009 dated, 22-12-2009
[G.O.(Rt.) No. 1953/2009/LBR dated, 11-12-2009]

89. This S.R.O. is meant to reconstitute the Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli and
Pandanus Leaf Workers” Welfare Fund Board.

90. As per sub-section (3) of section (6) of the Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli
and Pandanus Leaf Workers” Welfare Fund Act, the number of Directors shall
not exceed 15. One-third shall represent the Government, one-third shall represent
the Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf Workers including self-employed
persons and remaining one-third shall represent employers, dealers or producers
of Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf Products.

91. The Committee finds that only 7 Directors were appointed as per this
S.R.O. Hence the Committee recommends that all 15 Directors should be
included in the Board and one-third representation given to each group.

92. As per sub-section (5) of section 6 of the Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli
and Pandanus Leaf Workers” Welfare Fund Act, the Government shall publish the
names of the Chairman and Directors of the Board in the Gazette. The Committee
finds that name of the Director under item No. 2 and 3 of the heading Il is not
given in this S.R.O. Therefore the Committee recommends the Labour
Department to publish the names of Directors and Chairman of the Board in the
Gazette and reason for replacement of Directors need be mentioned in the
explanatory note. The Committee suggests that the explanatory note should
invariably contain all the relevant details so as to make it self-contained.

93. The Committee recommends correcting the words “Kattuvally” and
“Januaray” mentioned in the S.R.0. as “Kattuvalli”” and “January”.

S.R.O. No. 580/2011 dated, 16-9-2011
[G.O.(Rt.) No. 1303/2011/LBR dated, 2-9-2011]

94. By this S.R.O., Government has appointed Sri S. Babu, Additional
Secretary to Government, Labour and Rehabilitation Department as Director
representing Government in the Kerala Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf
Workers’ Welfare Fund Board in place of the Regional Joint Labour
Commissioner, Ernakulam and also appoint him as the Chairman of the said
Board.

95. The Committee notices that this S.R.O. is issued in exercise of the
powers conferred by sub-section (4) of section 6 of the Kerala Bamboo,
Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf Workers” Welfare Fund Act, 1998. Section 6(4) of
the Act provides for the appointment of Chairman and Section 6(3) provides for
the appointment of Directors. Hence the Committee recommends to correct ““in
exercise of ..... sub-section (4) of section 6 of the the Kerala Bamboo....1998”
as ““in exercise of ..... sub-sections (3) and (4) of section 6 of the the Kerala
Bamboo...1998”".
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96. The Committee points out that the name of Board and Act mentioned
in the preamble and explanatory part is incorrect. Hence the Committee
recommends to correct the name of the Act and Board as “The Kerala Bamboo,
Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf Workers’ Welfare Fund Act” and “The Kerala
Bamboo, Kattuvalli and Pandanus Leaf Workers” Welfare Fund Board™
respectively.

(ACT 18 OF 1995)

97. All the above S.R.Os. except 946/2009 are dealt with appointment of
Directors in the Kerala Beedi and Cigar Workers’ Welfare Fund Board and the
S.R.O. 946/2009 is issued to reconstitute The Kerala Beedi and Cigar Workers’
Welfare Fund Board.

98. The Committee points out that the name of Board and Act mentioned
in the preamble and explanatory part is incorrect. The Committee has time and
again mentioned in its various reports that the name of the Act and the Board
should be mentioned correctly. The Committee criticises the careless manner on
the part of officials while drafting statutory instruments. Hence the Committee
recommends to correct the name of the Act and Board as “The Kerala Beedi
and Cigar Workers’ Welfare Fund Act” and “The Kerala Beedi and Cigar
Workers’ Welfare Fund Board™ respectively. The Committee takes strong
exception to repetition of such mistakes in Statutory notifications and also
recommends that the Government take steps to avoid such instances in future”.
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99. In S.R.O. Nos. 123/2008,706/2010, 1186/2010, 735/2011—The
Committee observed that all S.R.Os. are issued in exercise of the powers
conferred by Section 7 of the Kerala Beedi and Cigar Workers’ Welfare Fund
Act 1995. Appointment of directors is dealt with Section 7(3) and Section 7
deals with the Constitution of the Board. Even though section 7 contains the
sub-section dealing with appointment of directors, the Committee is of the
opinion that it is not a good practice to mention the section vaguely. Hence
the Committee recommends that the section of the Act mentioning the
appointment of directors to be specific and urges the Government to view the
matter seriously.

S.R.O. No. 946/2009

100. The Committee recommends that the word ‘act’ written in the 1st line
of page No. 4 may be corrected as ‘Act’.

101. According to 7(5) of the Kerala Beedi and Cigar Workers’ Welfare
Fund Act, 1995, the Government shall publish in the Gazette the names of the
Chairman and Directors of the Board. The Committee notices that only
designation is given in Serial No. 4 under the heading Members Representing
the Government in the Schedule. Hence, the Committee recommends the Labour
Department to publish the names of Directors and Chairman of the Board in the
Gazette and also to mention reason for replacement of Directors in the
explanatory note. The Committee suggests that the explanatory note should
invariably contain all the relevant details so as to make the same self-contained.

102. In S.R.O. N0.1186/2010, the Committee recommends that the word
‘respresenting’ may be corrected as ‘representing’.

S.R.O. No. 769/2008 dated, 18-7-2008
[G.O.(P) No. 89/2008/LBR dated, 20-6-2008]

103. This S.R.O. deals with the amendment of the Scheme, the Kerala Beedi
and Cigar Workers’ Welfare Fund Scheme, 1996.

104. The Committee notices that in the 1st para of S.R.O. it is stated that
“in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 3 of the
Kerala Beedi and Cigar Workers” Welfare Fund Act, 1995, the Government of
Kerala ............ 7. Actually formation of scheme is stated in sub-section (1) of
Section 3 of the Kerala Beedi and Cigar Workers’ Welfare Fund Act and
amendment of the scheme is mentioned in sub-section (1) of section 6. Hence
the Committee recommends that “in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-
section (1) of section 3 of the Kerala Beedi and Cigar Workers’ Welfare Fund
Act, 1995, the Government of Kerala ........... ” may be corrected as ““in exercise
of the powers conferred by Sub-section (1) of section 6 of the Kerala Beedi
and Cigar Workers’ Welfare Fund Act, 1995, the Government of

Kerala ................ .

105. The Committee also recommends to correct the word ‘parmanent’ as
‘permanent’.

106. All the above S.R.Os. deal with the amendment of the Scheme, the
Kerala Beedi and Cigar Workers” Welfare Fund Scheme, 1996.

107. The Committee recommends that the word ‘Workers” written in the
Amendment of the Scheme and in the explanatory note may be corrected as

“Workers” .

108. In S.R.O. No. 1172/2008, the Committee finds that the proviso part of
the amendment of the scheme lacks a Comma after the word application which
is necessary. Hence the Committee wants to correct “Provided that the Board
may, on application restore his membership if he pays........ ” as “Provided that

the Board may, on application, restore his membership if he pays ............. .

109. In S.R.O. No. 148/2010, the Committee notices that amendment of the
Scheme contains only one proviso. So the Committee recommends to correct
“after the existing provisos, the following proviso shall be added” as “after the
existing proviso, the following proviso shall be added”.

THE KERALA RECOGNITION OF TRADE UNIONS ACT 2010
[ACT 16 OF 2010]

S.R.O. No. 278/2011 dated, 20-4-2011
[G.O.(P) No. 56/2011/LBR dated, 20-4-2011]

110. By this S.R.O., Government have in exercise of the powers conferred
by sub-section (1) of Section 17 of the Act issued “The Kerala Recognition of
Trade Union Rules, 2011.”

111. The Committee observes that the conditions for enquiry on
applications for issue of certificate have been laid down in Rule 6. But in
rule 7(2) pertaining to the Register to be maintained by the Registrar that includes
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the name of Trade Unions certified and recommended for recognition by the
employee in Form C, it is wrongly stated that the Registrar has to satisfy on the
enquiry of the application held under rule 5. The Committee notices that rule 5
deals with the procedure for submitting the application for certificate for
recognition of Trade Union to the Registrar and does not pertain to the
conditions of enquiry on application.

112. Therefore, the Committee suggests to correct the relevant portion of
Rule 7(2), “the Registrar is satisfied on the enquiry of the application held
under rule 5” as “the Registrar is satisfied on the enquiry of the application
held under rule 6”.

113. The Committee recommends to correct the notation “Rs’ in item
No. 8 of form A as “ ¥ .

114. Section 4 of the rule deals with the Powers of the Registrar. The
Committee notices that in Form B, a notice to be issued to the Trade Union or
Unions/Employer directing to submit necessary documents for inspection/
verification by the Registrar before granting certificate for recognition to Trade
Union, it is wrongly stated that “an enquiry envisaged under Section 4 of the
Act”. But the enquiry referred in this context is envisaged under section 5 of
the Act and not under section 4 of the Act. Hence the Committee recommends
to correct “an enquiry envisaged under section 4 read with sub-rule (1) of
rule 6 as “an enquiry envisaged under section 5 read with sub-rule (1) of
rule 6 in Form B. The Committee also recommends to correct the words
“appellate authority” mentioned in part | of the instructions in Form E, i.e.,
the Appeal Memorandum as ““Appellate Authority™.

115. The Committee recommends to correct “Sole bargaining agent/
Principal bargaining agent/constituent of the Joint bargaining council”
mentioned in para No. 1 for ‘Form F’ as “‘sole bargaining agent/principal
bargaining agent/constituent of the joint bargaining council”.

116. The Committee enquired whether any recognised Trade Union submit
such returns to the Registrar on such dates and in such manner as prescribed
in section 11 of the Act. The Labour Commissioner replied that the functions
based on the act has been started recently, just before six months and almost
six institutions have conducted referendums so far. The Committee requires to
be furnished with statement regarding the annual returns submitted to the
Registrar as per Section 11 of the Act and Rule 39 of Kerala Recognition of
Trade Union Rules.
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117. The Committee enquired about the criteria followed by the institutions
to conduct elections before and after the commencement of the Act and the
Labour Commissioner informed that elections conducted in these institutions
were based on a consensus arrived at between the management and the Trade
Union. The Labour Commissioner asserted that the institutions follow the same
criteria to conduct elections after the commencement of the Act and the
competent authority has to face some difficulties while conducting elections in
this manner.

118. Section 17 of the rule states that a Trade Union can present a
nomination after submitting application for recognition remitting ¥ 1000 under the
head of account maintained for this purpose. But there is no other provision in
the act to reject the nomination of a Trade Union which has not submitted
application for recognition and remitted fee of ¥ 1000. So the Competant
Authority has to face many difficulties in implementing this rule properly. Hence
the Committee recommends to include a clause in the rule, which clarifies that
while scrutinising nominations, it must be ascertained whether the Trade Union
has submitted application for recognition and remitted an amount of ¥ 1000
based on rule 17.

119. The Committee enquired the Labour Department about the percentage
of votes to be secured by a Trade Union to get recognition. The Labour
Commissioner replied that a Trade Union in Industrial Establishment has to
secure 10% votes and a Trade Union in a class of Industry has to secure 15% votes
for getting recognition. The Committee directs the Labour Department to
submit a proposal before the Government, pointing out the above difficulties in
implementing the provisions in the above said Rules and Act, also make
suggestions to rectify the mistakes occurred while compiling the Rules and Act.
